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Kalas Cup 2-Day Race.
Event Rules.

· All team members must wear the same tops throughout the race, (with exception of the prologue time trial) anyone failing to do so will be penalised or face disqualification.

· Composite teams will be supplied with jerseys.
· UCI Standard time trial bikes and aero helmets are permitted for time trial stages.
· TTT is timed on the third rider crossing the line; any riders dropped by their team will receive their real time.
· All juniors must be riding junior gears (7.93m) for all stages (including TT Stages); this will be checked at signing on and on completion of each stage.

· Leaders jerseys for the overall, points and best young rider competitions will be distributed at signing on, these must be worn for that stage and returned following the stage.

· Each stage must be completed in order to start the next stage.

Overall Competition.

· Overall winner will be the rider with the lowest aggregate time (including time bonuses).

· Time bonuses will be award for the finish of the circuit race and road stage as follows; 1st - 30 sec, 2nd - 25sec,   3rd - 20 sec, 4th – 15sec, 5th – 10sec.
· Overall team award will be decided as per BC ruling.  

Points Competition.
· Points jersey to be handed to second person on the prologue for stage 1.
· Points will be awarded on the Circuit Race and Road Race. 
· Circuit race sprint points will be awarded to the first 3 across the line on alternate laps (a whistle will sound the lap before a sprint) and on the finish.

· Road race sprint points will be awarded each time the race pass the finish line excluding the first.
· Points for all sprints as follows; 1st – 10 points, 2nd – 7 points, 3rd – 5 points, 4th – 3 points, 5th - 1 point   

Neutral service will be provided on Saturday for the circuit race and on Sunday so please bring spare wheels and hand them in when signing on. Odd numbers front wheels, even numbers back wheels please

RNS Heron, Merryfield, Ilton. TA19 9HN
Specific Risk Assessment

RNAS Merryfield is an active airfield, as such no litter must be left anywhere on the circuit or surrounding area, failure to follow this could result in all cycling activities being banned from using the site, as such anyone caught littering will be disqualified, fined and banned from the airfield for future events.

There are support races between each stage of the 2 day, you must not ride on the circuit whilst it is being used by anyone else, and failure to comply with this request will result in disqualification. Safe areas to warm up in will be displayed at signing on.

Note: Helmets must been worn at all times on the circuit.
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Day 1 - Saturday 18th June Continued
Stage 1— 5.1 km Prologue.

All time trial bikes and aero helmets (as per UCI regulations) permitted.
Stage 2 — 1 hour plus 1 lap Circuit Race. 
Prime’s on alternate laps for points in the sprints competition. A bell will be rung with one lap to go. Anyone who is lapped will be pulled out of the race at 1 hour and given a minimum 10 minute time penalty.
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Stage 3 — 15 km 3-5 rider (first 3 to count) Team Time Trial.

All time trial bikes and aero helmets (as per UCI regulations) permitted. 
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Team time will be taken on the third rider to cross the line, any dropped riders will be awarded the time that they cross the finish line
Day 2 - Sunday 19th June
Headquarters: Parish rooms, Market Square, Somerton. TA11 7NB
Note: No parking is permitted outside the parish rooms except for race officials; please use the public car park behind Williams supermarket, by the Indian Restaurant (sign posted.)
Specific Risk Assessment

The junction at Marshals Elm, near Street is on the crest of a hill and has very poor visibility, as such it will be very carefully marshalled, both by static marshals and the NEG escort, please be aware of this junction and ensure that you do not cross the white line at any time.

At the bottom of the hill immediately following this junction is a village with a 30 mph speed limit, the police have stated that no one will break this speed limit. You must not in any circumstances pass the lead car, anyone who does so will immediately be disqualified.
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Day 2 – Stage 4 Continued
Stage 4 -120 km (7 1/2 laps) Neutralised out of Somerton  

Sprint primes every lap except the first with points for the first 5 across the line for the points competition. A bell will be rung with one lap to go.

No parking will be permitted on Reynards Way at the Finish area except for official vehicles, please park considerately on the Butleigh Road, to the right as you approach the finish.

Feed zone — Please only feed on the straight prior to the finish straight (start of Reynard’s Way)
